“Hay Barn”, Upper Lane, Biggin
The DDDC Planning Committee have refused,
again, to permit the 'Hay Barn’ in a field off Upper
Lane to be converted into a large dwelling.

The Village Parish Meetings, individual residents
and now myself have been demanding action on
Hulland Hill for at least 40 years resulting in no
changes whatsoever, despite multiple accidents,
some resulting in hospitalisation, thousands of
near misses, and a child being hit walking across
the road from the Bus Stop.

Some time ago | arranged for our Elected
Councillor for Derbyshire County Council (DCC)
and Derbyshire Dales District Council, Dermot
Murphy, to make a site visit so that he can
experience the horrendous safety issues for
himself, telling him what needed to be done to
make the area safe.

Dermot has a unique style in that he doesn't tell
the DCC Highways Department what needs to be
done, but instead persuades a Senior Engineer to
make a site visit. After the Engineer has
experienced the problems, he asks them "What
can be done to solve the problems?"

A site meeting was set up some 3 months ago
between Dermot, a Senior Engineer from

Derbyshire County Council's Highways Department |

and myself. The Engineer was absolutely amazed
at the seriousness of the safety concerns on the
hill which resulted in his Department proposing the
following actions:

1) When approaching from Ashbourne, at the [=

bottom of the hill, installation of a large sign saying
"Reduce Speed Now", with a large SLOW painted

The appro to Hulland Green ‘ ,
land the turning to Hulland Village.

on the road soon after.

2) Again, from Ashbourne, where the current
Hulland Village sign is positioned, there is to be an
additional Advance Junction Warning Sign.

3) When approaching from Hulland Ward,
opposite the Old Vicarage, a new Large Double
Bend Sign plus a large "Reduce Speed Sign".

4) Then, again, from Hulland Ward where the
currently damaged Hulland Village Sign is
positioned. A large Advanced Junction warning
sign. Plus, a new Hulland Village sign.

Some 2 months ago Hulland Village accepted the
above recommendations with one or two minor
suggested changes to improve the safety situation
further.

So we now await the next move from the
Highways Department as to when they will be
starting to implement the changes.

When that will happen, of course, is anyone’s
guess, but when it does happen we will have to
give Dermot Murphy a big "THANK YOU!!"
